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Literary Lecture#3: Satire
Satire is the use of ridicule (laugh at or make fun of) to criticize foolishness, craziness, or stupidity in our society, religion, systems, groups, and practices
OR

Satire is a literary tone used to ridicule or make fun of human vice or weakness, often with the intent of correcting, or changing, the subject of the satiric attack.

When trying to analyze satire, ask yourself: Who/What, Which, and What
· WHO is being ridiculed (made fun of) OR being presented in a ridiculous manner (a system, practice, belief, idea, group, society)?

Who or what is it about?

· WHICH TECHNIQUES are being used to show the satire?

1. Comedy (using humor)

2. analogy (comparing it to something else)
3. exaggeration (over doing it)

4. reversal (doing something the opposite way so that we can see how we are suppose to do it or swapping)
5. irony (what you thought it would end up, ended up completely different) 

6. distortion (misrepresentation, lie,)
· WHAT is the message we are to learn from the satire?
1. What are we doing in society that we should not be doing?
